Decolonization is the process of ending colonial rule
and establishing a new government, usually by the indigenous
people who were colonized. The term decolonization refers to
the independence of colonies after World War Il that were once
ruled by European powers. Many of these nations are located in
Africa and Asia, regions that were the focus of European
imperialism starting in the late 1800s. Colonial governments
discriminated against the indigenous population and in most
cases used economic policies that controlled and impoverished
the minority while benefiting Europeans. After decades of being
oppressed, the people united and demanded reform (change).
In addition to these movements, nationalism spread throughout
the colonized world. However, in each situation when a nation
gained its independence, decolonization was different. Some
involved peaceful negotiation, non-violent protest but others
were violent revolts and armed struggles. Movements led by
leaders like Mohandas Gandhi in India and Kwame Nkrumah in
Ghana, inspired others in their nations to defy the majority rules
and fight for their human rights. Due to decolonization, the
number of sovereign [independent] countries increased from 50
to 192 from 1945 to the end of the twentieth century.
